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Message from the Pillars of our Community 
 

It is an incredibly humbling experience for us to be honored as "Pillars of the Commu-
nity" by the Mount Sinai Jewish Center, an honor that was certainly unexpected, possi-
bly undeserved and wholly unnecessary. Bli ayin hara, we hope that our contributions to 
the community are just beginning, as our family lays its roots on Bennett Avenue just 
like so many Jewish families before us. To that end, while we are proud to be counted 
among the many pillars (including our esteemed fellow honorees) who support our 
metaphorical Mount Sinai home, we are only following in the footsteps of those indi-
viduals who formed the foundation upon which we stand today. These are names that 
echo in the hallways of this building -- Spier. Harwitt. Hilewitz. Schnaidman. -- and they 
represent a legacy of strength, tradition and ideals that we, as members of the next gen-
eration, must be diligent to protect and uphold. 

Rabbi Samson Raphael Hirsch, whose Torah in Derech Eretz philosophy paved the way for 
contemporary Modern Orthodoxy and whose descendants planted the seeds of Jewish 
life in Washington Heights, writes in his Nineteen Letters that man's greatness is measured 
not by "the sum total of his achievements and the amount of resources with which he 
has been endowed, but whether he has used them to the best of his ability" to fulfill the 
ratzon Hashem. As a community of professionals and students, parents and singles, we 
have an abundance of excuses for not contributing to the Mount Sinai community. Other 
people have more time to volunteer than I do. My $18 donation isn't going to make a dent in the 
budget. There are plenty of people with my expertise in the community. Of course our time and 
resources are limited, responds Rav Hirsch. But when it comes to mitzvahs like chesed 
and tzedaka, however, we are measured not against our neighbors but against our own 
potential. In this respect, Mount Sinai is fortunate to have many individuals who regu-
larly give more of themselves than they can afford, people like Rabbi Schwartz, Jeremy 
Stern and the rest of the Mount Sinai leadership. We are extremely grateful to them, 
both for this honor as well as for the countless hours of their precious time that they 
have donated to the Mount Sinai community.  

Finally, we owe a debt of gratitude to the entire Mount Sinai and Washington Heights 
community, for the friendship and support that you have shown us over the past five or 
so years. You are the reason that we have chosen to make this community our perma-
nent home; we (selfishly) urge you all to make the same decision!

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Message from the  
Herbert Harwitt Community Builder Award Recipient 

 

After years of pursuing the blandest, most uncreative form of writing ð board minutes ð Iõve 
been commissioned with a difficult task - to write something creative - a message.  
 

I moved to Washington Heights and joined Mt. Sinai Jewish Center in 1988, and life has never 
been boring since. Iõve enjoyed the shulõs beautiful and inspiring davening and the wonderful 
lectures and programs.  I joined the Fermaglich, Hilewitz, and Rieser families as part of the Mt. 
Sinai kitchen brigade, setting tables and preparing shul meals. I learned to waiter and managed 
not to spill soup on anyone. These same families, and others in the Mt. Sinai orbit, notably Freda 
and Yaakov Birnbaum, and Michael and Frances Kinderman, invited me to Shabbat meals. 
Stimulating conversation, laughter, singing, and divre Torah took place around tables where 
amazing meals emerged from small Washington Heights kitchens. Thanks to this connection, Dr. 
Yaakov Birnbaum, founder of the Student Struggle for Soviet Jewry, deposited the organizationõs 
papers at the Yeshiva University Archives, where this important collection is used by scholars and 
researchers.  Even when I was downtown, the neighborhoodõs kindness followed me when Mr. 
and Mrs. Spier gave me a ride home from the Lower East Side.  Rabbi Schnaidman encouraged 
me to lecture at shul events, and thanks to him, I discovered, to my surprise, that I dared to 
speak in public.  The Kindermans even introduced me to my husband, Jai R Zion.  
 

It is thanks to Mr. Herbert Harwitt that I am receiving this award.  After a few years as a 
congregant, Mr. Harwitt, president of the shul at the time, asked me if I would consider serving 
on the Board of the shul. He explained that a long-time Board member, Mrs. Matzner, had 
resigned, and it would be good for the Board to be more diverse ð to have a woman, a younger 
member of the shul, join the Board. It had never even occurred to me to aspire to help run a 
shul. I was very impressed by Mr. Harwittõs vision.  I was worried about the future of the shul 
since it was becoming clear that the membership was dwindling, and I ran for election to the 
Board.  It is especially fitting that the Community Builder Award is now named for him and I am 
proud that we are sharing this honor.  
 

Throughout the 1990s, the Board feared for the well-being of the shul.  The congregation, and 
its financial means, were shrinking.  At one somber Board meeting we discussed how much 
longer the shul could survive if we continued the current level of activity. We even considered 
closing the upstairs of the shul.  Unanimously, we decided that all aspects of shul life were 
important.  We would continue to daven in the magnificent main sanctuary.  Programming 
would go ahead at full strength.  If the shul ran out of money and had to close in a few years, it 
would mean that the shul had outlasted its useful, productive, life as a Bet Knesset ð a house of 
worship and gathering.  Then a miracle occurred ð by the end of the century, the neighborhood 
began to attract an influx of young, Orthodox, singles and couples. Mr. Harwitt again proved 
that he was open to change and new ideas and welcomed the young people to the shul, not 
merely as guests but as full-fledged participants.  The shul would be rudderless, lifeless, and 
empty today without them. The resurrection has even attracted expatriates, such as Prof. Sara 
Reguer, who has become my shul neighbor and friend, together with her family. Over the past 
decade, Washington Heights has become a destination neighborhood for young religious Jews, a 
far cry from the 1980s when I moved here and people told me I was crazy.  Maybe I was, but 
that move enriched my life. Mt. Sinai has given far more to me than I have ever given to Mt. 
Sinai.

I would like to thank the Mount Sinai Jewish Center for honoring me with the Rabbi Yehuda 
Hilewitz zól Memorial Award and, more importantly, for providing me with an opportunity to 
be a part of this vibrant community for  over a decade.  I can honestly say, I did not see myself 
living here for more than a few years. 
 
Over the past 12 years, I have seen the community change and these changes have all been for the 
good.  The eruv has increased attendance in shul (and yes the meal attendance has increased as 
well). Families now actively attend.  Shul membership has grown to over 500 strong!  Shemini 
Ezeteret and Shavout are more lively than ever. Instead of actively looking to leave for those 
chags, now people actively look to stay.  
 
The shul has grown so large that we now have even bought a second succah. We have kids prices 
for meals, high chair and booster seats for babies and toddlers and a young married couples meal.  
We have a Membership appreciation meal, meals for Shavout & Rosh Hashanah, Saturday night 
Sundays, kidushes both hot and cold where over 300 people attend.  Basically, a meal or event 
for every type of occasion that the shul needs.  And at these meals, many meet new people, make 
new friends, find future shabbos meals and sometimes even their spouses.   
 
But it is not just the number of people that I feel have made these meals special, but those that 
are represented at the meals as well.  We have young singles, married couples, plenty of married 
couples with children, older people and even those from other shuls.  This is not just a sign that 
the community has truly grown but a sign that we are becoming a unified kehila.  
 
That first dinner so long ago we had 45 people in the succah and we thought that was a huge 
amount.  These simple meals have built the bonds between people that have helped rebuild the 
community. That fun idea so many years ago grew into something greater than I think any of us 
imagined.   I can honestly say I had no idea that our shul would grow so much.   
 
I would like to thank Mount Sinai, the officers, the board, and the membership of the shul.  The 
leadership and dedication of  the volunteers at  Mt.  Sinai  is remarkable. Individuals 
donate much time, money, talent and energy to the shul. They come up with ideas and then put 
in the resources needed to implement those initiatives because they believe in the shul and in the 
community. These individuals want to make sure that the shul continues to grow and to im-
prove. They believe in the mission of the shul, in helping members of  our shul community  
grow religiously in a  warm and welcoming  Washington Heights community 
 
I urge everyone here to try to get involved with the shul, even if your ideas are small or donõt 
work the first time around you never know what may happen.  Dream big.  Try for something 
amazing.  You never know - it just might work.
